Dear AAC Clubs and Individuals,


As AAC agility in Alberta has grown beyond the expected scope of the Alberta/NWT Regionals fund, there has come the need to create policies and procedures as to the dispensing of monies to individuals seeking to compete at nationals events.  As has been discussed in the recent past, (attended by: Gerri Quinn-Kucy (PACE) Cindy Swiney (Training Troop), Audrey Hawthorne, Phil Detillieux (Calgary Agility Assoc.), Sue Wanner(Flashing Canines), and Stewart MacKenzie AB/NWT AAC Regionals Director) it was felt that to be fair and equitable for all involved parties, that guidelines be established.  As 2004 has drawn to a close, and to get the ball rolling, the following guidelines have been discussed and have preliminary support.


1) All monies submitted by clubs or organizations to the Alberta/NWT Nationals Fund (herein after also known as the fund) are to be accompanied by a copy of "Number of Runs Judged" form for that particular trial. Cheques should be made out to the Alberta/NWT Nationals Fund for the same amount paid to the AAC.


2) Individuals must be members in good standing of the AAC.  Applications submitted for funding must be accompanied by a current AAC membership number.  


3) Individuals must be members in good standing of clubs or groups registered with the AAC.  In situations where there are not AAC clubs or groups available for individuals to be associated with, applications will be dealt with on a case by case basis. 

FAILURE TO ABIDE BY SAID POLICIES AND PROCEDURES WILL RESULT IN:

1) If your Club or group does not follow policies and procedures outlined above in submitting to the fund, members of that club or group will be entitled to 1/2 (one half) the amount that will be given to competitors requesting funds from compliant clubs/organizations.

2) Persons that are not members in good standing of the AAC and an AAC club or group will receive nominal funding for the year they request funds, unless they have made prior application to the fund outlining their situation(s) for review.
